Slide 1

This section will explore planning and teaching strategies which cater for the needs of individual students during whole-class teaching. 

Slide 2

How can you differentiate a lesson that will provide stretch, stimulate and provide for students of varying abilities?

The initial key is to focus on process and content of a lesson. 

Slide 3

When differentiating by process, pay particular attention to the way you present material and use appropriate challenging language. 

Look at the activities you want the students to engage in.

Look at the questions you want to ask them.

And finally, consider your teaching methods and the thinking processes you wish students to develop.

Slide 4

Try modifying your lessons to include higher levels of thinking. 

If you include activities that have no predetermined right answer you’ll encourage further thinking and investigation.

Encourage your students to use their reasoning processes to discover patterns in ideas and underlying principles.

Ask your students to reveal their conclusions and how they reached them. 

Allow your students to choose what they’d like to do next. 

Set a fast pace for your lesson and allow your students to present their work in a variety of ways.

Slide 5

Differentiate the content of the lesson. Ideas, concepts, information and facts can be delivered in a number of ways.

Present concepts in the abstract.

Present content in as complex a way as possible. 

Create relationships between different concepts.

Add variety – include ideas and content not necessarily included in the regular curriculum.

Gifted students can investigate and try out enquiry methods used in other disciplines.

Organise your lesson content around key concepts and ideas to promote the transfer of learning.

Encourage gifted students to recognise other creative and productive individuals who may be able to enhance their potential for learning. Help them to deal with their own talents and possible successes.

Slide 6

One of the best ways of differentiating is to use a mixture of groupings.

There are several grouping strategies.

Slide 8

One of the most effective ways to differentiate is to use appropriately challenging language and by posing differentiated questions within each task.
