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Renzulli's three-ring conception of giftedness
Renzulli (1986) brings together three interlocking sets of characteristics that together are necessary for the development of exceptional performance: above average intellectual ability, creativity and task commitment. He stresses the importance of training all children in problem-solving skills and procedures and emphasises the importance of providing learners with motivating learning experiences based on real-life problem-solving. He advocates school-wide enrichment activities so that all children are given opportunities to discover their interests and talents and then to demonstrate their capacities.
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
